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Category I Trauma
Trauma Alert Required.
 
 Compromised/uncontrolled airway, intubated, severe maxillofacial injuries
 Inability to oxygenate/ventilate, unstable chest injuries to include:
 Flail chest
 Hemo/pneumothorax
 Known or suspected pericardial tamponade
 Known or suspected ruptured diaphragm
 Clinical signs of shock, hypotension BP < 90 mmHg
 Major vascular injury, uncontrolled hemorrhage, inter-hospital transports receiving PRBCs
 Coma or neuro deficit (GCS < 8, posturing or lateralizing signs)
 Traumatic paralysis
 Combined Major System Injury
 Gunshot/Stab wounds of neck, chest, abdomen
 Open pelvic fractures/major traumatic amputation
 Second or third trimester pregnancy- significant trauma
 High voltage electrical injuries
 Emergency physician discretion
 
Category II Trauma
Trauma Alert Required.
 
 Moderate injury (hemodynamically stable)
 Stable blunt injury
 Two or more proximal long bone fractures
 Burn with trauma
 Major soft tissue injuries with stabilized bleeding
 Multiple rib fractures without flail segment
 Blunt abdominal injury without hypotension
 Altered level of consciousness
 Two organ systems injured
 Second or third trimester pregnancy involved in a traumatic event

Appropriate Trauma Consults—Transfers

Traumatic Head Injuries (ICH) with baseline GCS (+/- anticoagulation)
Primary Ortho/Spine without vascular/neuro deficits
